Every few years an international radio conference is held. The next is the World Radio 
Conference 2012 (WRC-12). The FCC is the US representative to these conferences.

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For WRC-12 the FCC proposes to support recommendations that would make digital 
data dominant in the maritime service to such an extent that KSM and other stations 
could be forced off the air. 
 
Here's what you can do: 
 
In a Public Notice the FCC has solicited comments from the public regarding the 
recommendations to be supported at WRC-12. You can file a comment on line to 
recommend that KSM and other stations using A1A (Morse code) and NBDP (Narrow 
Band Direct Printing or RTTY) be allowed to continue operation.

DX News 

Larry Elkin NY5L – Vice President 
PROPAGATION AND DX'G  

 

I hope everyone has been able to stay cool during this scorcher of a summer! I wish DX’g 
could be this hot!! The latest propagation reports show that there has been an increase in the 
number of sunspots observed over the last couple of weeks. The solar flux also has risen 
during the same general time frame. In plain English these numerical increases may indicate 
that there should be somewhat of an improvement in propagation (right!). Generally 20 
meters seems to hold open until around 0500 UTC while 40 meters seems to be usable but 
not too strong. The most dominant country seems to be Italy (I) on both bands. On 20 meters, 
I did work Russia (RA) and observed some Polish (SP) and Rumanian (YO,YR) stations. Of 
course, the easier stations coming through from Australia (VK), and New Zealand (ZL) can 
be worked as the evening progresses. Most VK’s and ZL’s are around an S-5,6 but are 
usually steady with no QSB.  

Just a reminder to the newer HF hams; I suggest you look for the ARRL DXCC list at the 
Duke City Hamfest, it is an invaluable publication with all the worlds assigned prefixes used 
today as well as other information important to the DX’er. Check some of the vendors and 
the ARRL desk at the hamfest for this, as well as other useful publications.  
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The last week of July, Jerry (K6LIE, and Fred (KC5IPK), where able to fire up the 2 meter 
club repeater from it’s new location at Adrian's (W5ASM) QTH. The gosinters, and the 
goesouttas were marked a little confusing on the some of the repeater sections! GREAT JOB.  

As everyone should know, the club net is on every Sunday night at 1900 MST on 145.310 
MHz. The time and the day were selected by you, our HDARC members. Since many of our 
members are not retired and have family obligations to attend to, I was wondering if any of 
these club’s “WORKING STIFFS” (hi, hi!) would be interested in a Saturday morning net on 
the club repeater starting at 0700 or 0800 for maybe an hour or two?
