EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS INFORMATION 
 
 
Spring has finally arrived and with that the higher gas prices along with it this year. I have 
some training to do with the Village of Los Ranchos on the 19th and 20th of this month for 
their Fire Department along with some local citizens to get involved with EMCOM 
operations. In May there will be some more EOC/RACES training. Additonal 
Training on the equipment in the RACES room as well as instructions on the forthcoming 
RACES SOP will be brought up during one of the training sessions.  Additionally we will 
discuss the possibility of doing a citywide path check for VHF/UHF both with the 
repeaters and simplex operation. Valencia county did that a  year or so ago and it gave 
them a chance to find where the dead zones were.  
Our city wide exercise will give us the same information to put on the RACES room map 
which gives us a heads up for any problems on a city wide basis as far as amateur radio is 
concerned. 
More training on message handling procedures with the EOC and RACES room are 
mandated as well. Remember we will have a full scale exercise at the end of this year. 
I also ask any HDARC members who want to become involved with Emergency 
Communications for the City of Albuquerque EOC or become for RACES for the city 
either as EOC and/or field operations to get in contact with me so we can get you certified 
and qualified. I am available usually 7/24 in the area.

ARISS TEAM LOOKING FOR GROUND STATIONS  

 
 
Do you want to be part of the international network of ground stations that help 
support Amateur Radio on the International Space Station 
(ARISS) operations? ARISS is looking to add numerous ground stations capable 
of relaying ISS Amateur Radio sessions with schools and also serve as back-up 
communications relays should they be needed. Locations all over the world will be 
considered, but the greatest need for stations is in Central America, South 
America, Falkland Islands, Western Australia, Canada and Alaska.  
The following are guidelines for stations wanting to be considered: 
Third Party agreement with United States or waiver from their telecom agency; 
ability to speak and understand English; minimal horizon obstructions; 24/7 
access and availability of station; operator(s) willing to support scheduled contacts 
at various times; phone patch; AZ/EL tracking satellite system, preferably an auto 
tracking system with the capability for manual override; multi-element Yagis for 2 
meters and 70 cm (circular polarization preferred); pre-amps and transmit output 
greater than 70 W. If you can specify your station's EIRP and receive sensitivity 
(thereby taking into account cable losses, pre-amps and antenna gain), it would 
be greatly appreciated.  
Stations that can support the following will be given special consideration, but 
these items are not required: Auto Doppler adjustment of frequencies; ability to 
speak and understand languages other than English; 1.2 and 2.4 GHz satellite 
hardware; Packet; SSTV; Digital ATV; redundant power system, and high-speed 
Internet.  
If you or your club would like to be considered for selection as one of the new ARISS ground stations, 
send an e-mail <ARISS-telebridge@amsat.org> to ARISS with details about your station and contact 
information. -- Information provided by Frank Bauer, KA3HDO, ARISS International Chairman.
