THE WORLD OF DX

As | mentioned last month, if you are going to DX then you will need QSL cards. Yes | know that
there are internet QSL card services such as “eQSL” and the ARRL “Logbook of the World” but
you still have traditionalists in the hobby who like to have a hard-copy QSL in their hand. You
should consider all modes of QSL’g. If you want to roll your own cards “Google” QSL software and
freeware to see what is available. Of course, you can also check-out the ads in “CQ” and “QST” for
commercial QSL printing firms. Hopefully, you will keep your present call-sign for a while---at least
until you earn your EXTRA license. For QSL card conten, | can bring in examples to show you at
the February meeting.

(I made a promise to myself to get a vanity call only when | had my EXTRA. So, thanks to Rick
KJ5WO, and Frank AB5WJ, | earned my EXTRA in August '07.)

| purchased QSL cards back in 1992 when | earned my General license (KB9IFM).

OK, so you have QSL cards. How do you get them to the station on that island 2000 miles SE of
nowhere? First consider purchasing The ARRL DXCC List. | am using the January 2007 booklet
purchased last august at the Albuquerque hamfest. This booklet contains a good deal of the
information on QSL card checkers for earning the DXCC award as well as Outgoing and Incoming
QSL card bureaus. The ARRL outgoing bureau is a great mailing bargain for sending QSL'’s to
hams in many countries of the world. For example, you can send the bureau 10 QSL cards plus
$1.50 and your cards will be forwards to foreign amateur radio organizations who will then forward
the cards to the member hams. Of course, you have to confirm with the other ham whether they
use the “BURQO”, or will exchange via direct mail---or a QSL manager. A QSL manger is a ham who
has agreed to manage the QSL’s incoming and outgoing for individual hams. Also, the other ham
may prefer an electronic QSL. As for the Incoming Bureau, consult the ARRL website under
services for information on postage and envelopes for each of the US call areas. Reminder---you
must be an ARRL member to use these two bureaus. Canadian and Mexican hams should review
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their organizations websites for this information. You can also find information on the web for
private QSL bureaus both in North America and abroad.

Oh, by the way, if you have children in school studying geography, QSL cards are a “real world”
way to have them learn where some of the exotic QTH’s are of the hams you have spoken with. As
an example, since receiving my new call “NY5L”, | have had QSO’s with hams from ; Cuba;
Venezuela; Socorro Island (Mex.); Chile; Marquesas Is.; Brazil and Trinidad & Tobago. Do you
know the locations of Socorro Is. or Maquesas Is? A reminder, where still at the bottom of the sun
spot/solar cycle. The bands are dead!! Check the DX contest!

Each month, we will select a HDARC member’s QSL card for a direct (non repeater—point to point
wireless Ham radio contact) between the club member’s QTH and a designated prefix or DX
country entity to win a free breakfast for two.

What is Ham Radio?
In case you are wondering

The Amateur Radio Service is a non-commercial radio service with so many facets that it is hard
to concisely describe. Amateur radio radio operators come from all walks of life, most every
country, and have a wide variety of interests. The only thing that binds us all together is a
sincere interest in radio communications and its associated technologies.
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What is Amateur Radio? The Amateur Radio Service in the US is a radio communications
service established for voluntary non-commercial use. According to the FCC regulations, the
purpose for having the Amateur Radio Service is:

(a) Recognition and enhancement of the value oathateur service to the public as a voluntary
noncommercial communication service, particularifhwespect to providing emergency
communications.

(b) Continuation and extension of the amateur'sgmability to contribute to the advancement of
the radio art.

(c) Encouragement and improvement of the amateuiceethrough rules which provide for
advancing skills in both the communications anthtézal phases of the art.

(d) Expansion of the existing reservoir within Hraateur radio service of trained operators,
technicians, and electronics experts.

(e) Continuation and extension of the amateur'gusability to enhance international goodwiill.

Sounds a lot like the SPAR Statement of Priniciples, doesn't it? That is not a coincidence. We
believe the stated purpose for amateur radio is correct and fully support it. In addition, you'll find
people here who are more than willing to help you get started. We do it because we love ham
radio!
What Do Hams Do? Amateur radio covers so many things that it is impossible to list all the ham
activities. And since amateur radio is specifically designed to permit experimentation and
advances in radio techniques and technology, if we could list them all now, new developments
would add to the list within a relatively short time.
Ham activities range from just chatting with other hams, locally or around the world, to building
radio and electronics equipment, to participating and training for emergencies. From
experimenting with new digital communications techniques, to satellite communications, to
restoring old radio gear, to designing and installing antenna systems. Some hams are expert
Morse code operators, others prefer digital communications modes, others local FM repeaters.
Some find challenges to their abilities by participating in on-the-air operating contests, others in
direction finding competitions, others by using the minimum amount of power and equipment to
communicate.
Isn't Ham Radio Old Fashioned? Well, it seems that there are some misconceptions about
amateur radio! For example, did you know that most of the astronauts are licensed hams and
routinely chat with school children around the world - using amateur radio? Hams have dozens
of satellites in orbit, and have had since the 1970's. Some hams like to try special
communications techniques, like bouncing signals off the moon or off of meteor showers. Those
things don't sound too "old fashioned,” do they?
But today the buzz words revolve around computers and digital technology. Well, hams were
amongst the first to incorporate personal computers into their equipment. In fact, there was a
ham digital wireless network called packet radio that was installed and functioning across the
US in the mid-1980's, long before the internet. Old fashioned?
But with the modern technology of cell phones, how could hams possibly help in emergencies?
One thing we have learned is that when there is an emergency the cell phone networks are
jammed with calls and nothing seems to work. The same sometimes happens with other
communications services. But hams are independent and don't rely on other services or pay any
air-time fees. So hams can move their gear in and continue to communicate, even when most
other means of communication have problems. Maybe they use some old fashioned techniques,
but sometimes that's the only way to get through! Those same hams who get a challenge out of
talking around the world with a makeshift antenna and a couple watts of power know how to do
it!
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How Does One Become a Ham? Since the Amateur Radio Service is defined by law, a license
is needed. At the present time, there are 3 classes of amateur licenses: Technician, General
and Amateur Extra class. For each class of license a multiple choice test is given by a team of
volunteer examiners. If you take and pass the test, you get a license. There are no age
restrictions in the US and children have passed the most advanced amateur exams. The exams
all contain questions regarding the rules for operating an amateur station, the frequency ranges
where operation is allowed, general electrical and radio frequency safety considerations, very
basic electronics, and the basics of common communications modes.

How Much Does It Cost? That is not an easy question! It all depends on what you want to do
and how much work you want to put into amateur radio. The FCC does not charge for licenses,
but there is a modest fee of about $12 charged by the volunteer examiners to take the tests. If
you do it all at once, for that fee you can go from non-ham to Extra class - all in one day for the
same cost.

Once you get your license, then you will need to get some radio equipment and antennas in
order to actually get on the air. Prices for these vary dramatically, depending on what features,
whether the gear is new or used, etc. However, hams can work on their own equipment, in
contrast to commercial users who must have all repair work done by certified technicians. So, if
one wants to get on the air on a budget, there are kits that can be built and plenty of older
equipment that can be repaired and used. It all depends on what you want to do and how much
you want to spend.

As far as antennas, many hams build their own. Most antennas can be built from material
available at the local hardware store, plus a few connectors and some coaxial cable. A perfectly
functional antenna for the short wave bands can be built in less than a day for less than $10
worth of materials. Again, it all depends on how much effort you want to expend and how much
money you want to spend.

Basically you can spend thousands of dollars oo mgelar and antennas if you like, or you can sty
learn some basics and save lots of money on usegdregnt and by repairing or building your own radio
and antennas. It's up to each one.

| hope that everyone had a great holiday seasothandhe new year has started off
without any problems. Albuquerque EOC had a des&taucise in December and the
RACES group was able to show its capability to pgexback up communications for the
city during this exercise. We had RACES operatotisg as communicators throughout
the city for the exercise in 4 locations. Partitipg were Don Scott NSUJT, operating at
UNM, Wynn Brannin KE5HVQ of the DOH operating aetAlbuquerque Ambulance
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Service, Bob Swigert of HDARC KORGS, operating asaacuation center and last but
not least Dan Willard NM5DW, operating as tH& &vacuation center.

The city is now aware that a catastrophic failuréhe 800 MHZ trunked system would
leave the county of Bernalillo and the City of Athuerque without much needed radio
communications until it had been repaired and bnbug again. Amateur radio would
take over as an emergency backup system duringéhisd. Cell phones and other
landline systems could be taxed to the maximumedk Whe city EOC RACES EMCOM
group would be the focus group for this kind ofdeg in the cities public communications
system. With 21 trained RACES operators that opattating that period and with the
ARES/RACES operators in the field for the city ammdinty, a much needed way to
communicate would be available. The EOC in Albuqueroperates with a supervisor and
two operators on a 24/7 watch system until the systems are able to once again take
over.

At present we have 3 911 operators who have @meateur licenses as well as many APD
officers have licenses or are taking exams toigenhses. During the last part of January
10 APD open space/SAR officers took a class fohhesan and are awaiting their
amateur call signs.

The Department of Health (DOH) exercises an amatadio net every Friday throughout
the State of New Mexico in order to test their itptio provide emergency
communications from health facilities around theestutilizing the Mega Link at 9 am
local time.

Congratulations to Greg Sanchez, the Emergency dfarfar the city of Albuquerque in
passing his Technician license exam on Janudfyt2& now joins Bruce Sickles
KE5MJQ City of Albugquerque EOC manager as an annated RACES operator. Further
classes and exam sessions are planning stagé®faPD during 2008. EMCOM training
will again begin in February of 2008 for the newergtors in Net Control procedures and
traffic handling as well as preparation work foe florthcoming City of Albuquerque full
scale exercise later in the year.

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INTERNATIONAL SPACE STATION NETWORK REQUEST

ARISS TEAM LOOKING FOR GROUND STATIONS

Do you want to be part of the international network of ground stations that help
support Amateur Radio on the International Space Station

(ARISS) operations? ARISS is looking to add numerous ground stations capable
of relaying ISS Amateur Radio sessions with schools and also serve as back-up
communications relays should they be needed. Locations all over the world will be
considered, but the greatest need for stations is in Central America, South
America, Falkland Islands, Western Australia, Canada and Alaska.

ability to speak and understand English; minimal horizon obstructions; 24/7
access and availability of station; operator(s) willing to support scheduled contacts
at various times; phone patch; AZ/EL tracking satellite system, preferably an auto
tracking system with the capability for manual override; multi-element Yagis for 2
meters and 70 cm (circular polarization preferred); pre-amps and transmit output
greater than 70 W. If you can specify your station's EIRP and receive sensitivity
(thereby taking into account cable losses, pre-amps and antenna gain), it would
be greatly appreciated.

Stations that can support the following will be given special consideration, but
these items are not required: Auto Doppler adjustment of frequencies; ability to
speak and understand languages other than English; 1.2 and 2.4 GHz satellite
hardware; Packet; SSTV; Digital ATV; redundant power system, and high-speed
Internet.
