THE WORLD OF DX
A happy and healthy New Year to you and your family.

Hopefully, you received that all-band/all-mode transceiver with the matching legal limit linear and multi-element /multi-
band antenna and 100 foot tower you wanted!!!

Now back to reality! | was going to review some options for buying or producing QSL cards. But, then | figured it would
be better to stimulate your thinking about station additions or upgrades for DX'ing. If you already have an HF station
set-up then great, you are ready. We all know you need a transceiver (or transmitter and receiver), maybe a power
supply and key, and an HF antenna to get on the air.

But do you need some type of antenna tuner for your set-up? If you have an auto-tuner as part of your transceiver you
are in good shape. But if you have a more basic set-up with maybe a G5RV long wire dipole, or 2-4 band vertical
antenna you will need some kind of antenna tuner to match you transmitter output to your antenna. Yes, even with a
dipole of vertical cut to specific band or bands an antenna tuner will be important. If your transceiver will operate on all
HF bands (80/75, 40, 20, 17, 15, 12, and 10 meters), what do you do if you have an antenna that is not designed for
bands such as 17 and 12 meters, or maybe even 80/75 meters? A good antenna tuner will allow you the opportunity
to use that multi-band HF antenna on the other bands. Remember, though that you may not operate at maximum
efficiency using this type of set-up, but you will never-the-less “get-out”. In my shack | use an MFJ 949E manual
antenna tuner with a Mosley tri-band (10, 15, and 20 meter) 12 foot vertical antenna. Without any problem, | can load
up my transmitter of any band between 40 and 10 meters. For 80/75 meters, tuning up for minimum SWR’s is touchy
and requires careful monitoring of my transmitter during short QSO’s—»but it does work.

My suggestion is to purchase a manual tuner such as the MFJ 949E to start with and later on consider an auto-tuner
for your station. It is be extremely important that you understand the operation of an antenna tuner so as to maximize
your transmitted signal output and minimize possible damage to your transmitter with high SWR’s. More likely you will
operate at a station where there is no auto-tuner (Field Day) so you should understand the basics.

If you are interested in purchasing an antenna tuner you can check out the manufacturer of your transceiver as well as
companies such as MFJ, LDG, and SGC on the web or in QST or CQ magazines.

Of course for further assistance you can contact any of us “experts” in the club by e-mail or better yet joining us for
breakfast, coffee, or our monthly meeting. We would be glad to assist you with the selection of equipment for your
station using our trial and error experience.

Oh, by the way PLAN AHEAD, the best time to plan on purchasing amateur radio equipment is starting in the second
week of May. Many dealers and manufacturers have specials running during this period since almost every one of
them will be directly competing with one another at the Dayton Hamvention. It's the one ham fest you have to attend at
least once in your life! Think about over 3200 hundred flea-market vendors, plus all the major retailers, plus all the
major manufacturers—and many smaller manufacturers all at one location. Its two and one-half days of electronic
heaven.

What Is A HAM?

Ham: a poor operator. A plug.

That's the definition of the word given in G. M. Dalge's The Telegraph Instructor even
before radio. The definition has never changed in ire telegraphy. The first wireless
operators were landline telegraphers who left theioffices to go to sea or to man the
coastal stations.

They brought with them their language and much of he tradition of their older
profession. In those early days, spark was king anelvery station occupied the same
wavelength--or, more accurately perhaps, every stain occupied the whole spectrum
with its broad spark signal. Government stations, Isips, coastal stations and the
increasingly numerous amateur operators all competefor time and signal supremacy
in each other's receivers.

Many of the amateur stations were very powerful. Tw amateurs, working across town,
could effectively jam all the other operators in tle area. When this happened, frustrated
commercial operators would call the ship whose weak signals had been blotted out by
the amateurs and say "SRl OM THOSE #&$!@ HAMS ARE AMMING YOU."
Amateurs, possibly unfamiliar with the real meaningof the term, picked it up and
applied it to themselves in true "Yankee Doodle" fashion and wore it with pride. As the
years advanced, the original meaning has completetiisappeared.

What are the Amat eur Radio Bands?

Look at the dial on an old AM radio and you'll see frequencies marked from 535 to
1605 kilohertz. This is one radio "band." There are other bands of radio spectrum
for amateur, government, military and commercial radio uses. If you could hear
the many different bands, you would find aircraft, ship, fire and police
communication, as well as the so-called "shortwave" stations, which are worldwide
commercial and government broadcast stations from the U.S. and overseas.
Amateurs are allocated 26 bands (i.e., specific groups of frequencies) spaced
from 1.8 Megahertz, which is just above the broadcast radio frequencies, all the
way up to 275 Gigahertz! Depending on which band we use, we can talk across
town, around the world, or out to satellites in space. Hams can even bounce
signals off the moon!
