I recently read a message in one of the newsgroups about a new (UHF???) 
antenna being installed on the International Space Station. So, I decided to 
search the internet for current and old Space - Earth frequencies that could 
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be in use. I have listed all that I can find below. Any updates will be 
appreciated - please e-mail them to me and I will repost the list.  

I have added all of the possible ones into my scanner and will be scanning 
most of them when the Space Shuttle and Space Station are overhead. 
Hopefully we can find some new frequencies for the ISS / Shuttle (if there 
are any), and confirm the ones that are listed as ISS frequencies that nobody has heard.  

The most interesting thing I found was a couple of new frequencies that are 
apparently in use by the Space Shuttle  

410.2 - NFM - New UHF Space Shuttle EVA Channel 
414.2 - NFM - New UHF Space-Space Communication Channel  

They could be useful in your scanner during the next Space Shuttle Mission  

I also heard what sounded like Data transfer and Encrypted voice on the old 
NASA Frq (30.01). I don't know what this is - any ideas?. I also heard a 
phone call on the old Soviet Channel (39.98) here in the UK. Can anybody 
tell me if this has been reassigned, since it is in the middle of a Military band?

BANDS:  

The 136-138 band has a lot of Non Geostationary frequencies. 
The 149-151 Band has a lot of old Russian Navigation Satellited in (10KHz Spacing).  
I have heard a few and they are beeps / Data transfer. 
The 922-928 band is mainly used for Telemetry / Command by the International 
Space station and Russian Space Vehicles, although the onboard systems have 
the capability of transmitting voice on this channel. Voice transmissions, 
however, are rarely heard.  

The 1535 - 1545 Band (NFM) is used by Inmarsat. This is the satellite used 
by NASA to communicate with the Trans-Atlantic Landing (TAL) Sites in Europe 
and Africa in the days before the Space Shuttle Launch. I have never heard 
them, but the schedule should be meetings everyday at 13.00GMT in the last 
3 days before the launch, and then the 45 minutes before launch. I am not sure 
if a normal scanner can receive it since the signal is possibly very weak. 

I didn't list much above 1GHz because there wasn't much there that could be 
received with a normal scanner (many of the things above 1GHz from space are 
digital anyway).
