FIELD DAY 2009
Submitted by Marty Soffran KG0MT 

 
The club will be holding this year’s Field Day in the parking lot previously rented by 
American Home Furniture on the northeast side of New Mexico 528 NW; west of the 
entrance from NM 528 NW for Lowe’s Home Improvement Warehouse and The World 
Market/Petco shopping center.  The Mission Statement for this event is: “This Field Day 
shall be a learning and social event to encourage new hams to operate, at a location that will 
promote exposure to the public.”  Operators will have the opportunity to make contacts with 
other amateur radios stations throughout the nation and Canada from a portable location.   
 
We will begin station setup at 10 a.m. Saturday, June 27th  and dismantle the antennas and 
stations on Sunday the 28th  at noon.  There will be three stations available for operation:  a 
100 watt Phone station, a joint 50 watt max power CW/Digital station and a GOTA 100 watt 
Phone station running with capability of operating on 10 m and 6m bands (frequencies that 
ALL ham operators can operate); as well as other HF bands.  One digital radio that will be 
used is a 20 meter transceiver designed for digital use. The radios and the majority of other 
equipment needed to operate (antennas, coax cable, tables, chairs, etc.) will come from 
individual members.  The radios will be powered by 12 volt batteries and generators. There 
will be a variety of radios for new HAMs to look at and operate.  We will be operating this 
event as two stations using portable power club; plus the GOTA station (it does not count 
against the 2A status). 
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There will be Saturday afternoon demonstration showing how to set up and operate a 
“suitcase” portable station.  Members will be able to make some contacts using the portable 
stations. 

On Saturday afternoon, about 5 p.m., club members and their guests are invited get together 
to eat supper at a restaurant close to the field day site.  The restaurant(s) will be decided at 
that time as there are plenty of restaurants to choose from within walking distance of the field 
day site. 

The GOTA and Phone stations will be available for operation the entire 24 hour operating 
period.  The CW/Digital Station will be collocated in the same area of the large tent, only one 
form of operation will be permitted at any given two hour period.  Because of the large 
interest expressed by members wanting training on the digital mode, we will start the event 
off operating digital mode from noon on Saturday until 2 p.m. on 20 meters.  From 2 p.m. 
until 4 p.m. the CW operators will have the station available for their use.  Sunday morning 
there will be another designated period from 8 a.m. until 10 a.m. The remainder of the event, 
members can operate either CW or digital mode. 

There were at least 3 members that responded to the questionnaire stating that they would 
operate each of the times during the 24 hour contest period.  Barring severe weather shutting 
down operation for short periods with in the 24 hours, there should be at least one radio in 
operation during the entire event.  Though the club has not expressed an interest in 
contesting, it is reasonable for the club to work towards making at least 100 contacts (slightly 
more than four contacts per hour).  Each operator will have the choice of logging their 
contacts using paper logs or a computer logging program.  Members are encouraged to log 
for other members who are operating the radios.  This makes it easier for operators less 
comfortable in operating to concentrate on talking on the radio and not worrying about 
getting the information written down on the log correctly.  There will be lists for members 
operating radios, members coming to the field day site, and visitors. Even if you don’t want 
to operate a radio, your assistance talking to visitors will be appreciated. 

Marty Soffran, KGØMT, field day coordinator, would appreciate someone taping the ARRL 
message (CW and Phone) on a tape recorder and bring it to the field day site for new 
members to hear and write down.  Call Marty at 410-3992, or email him at 
lindamarty@cableone.net, if you can and will do it. 

At the end of the event, Marty, KGØMT, will be generating a copy of the combined stations 
log for submission to ARRL by Frank Warren, HDARC president. 

During the week of June 22nd, Marty will be contacting members to remind them of 1) setup 
and/or taking down of equipment, 2) equipment that they said that they would bring to the 
event, and 3) the time blocks that they said they would operate and/or log for an operator.

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SUN ENTERING WEAKEST CYCLE SINCE 1928 

 

The sun has entered its weakest cycle of magnetic activity since 1928, meaning fewer solar 
flares and coronal mass ejections, scientists predicted in a May 8 teleconference. A panel of 
solar scientists assembled by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration’s Space 
Weather Prediction Center reports that the cycle, which scientists believe began in December 
2008, will peak in May 2013. 

Storms of solar magnetic activity cause flares and ejections that can spit X-rays, UV light and 
billions of tons of charged particles into space, and toward Earth. These outbursts can make 
Earth’s upper atmosphere expand, potentially knocking out electrical grids and disrupting 
satellite communications — and can harm spacewalking astronauts. 

“It’s fair to say we probably won’t see a whole lot of solar storms from this cycle,” Douglas 
Biesecker of NOAA’s Space Weather Prediction Center in Boulder, Colo., said at the 
teleconference. “But a weaker cycle won’t lessen the intensity of the storms, just the number 
of them.” 

Scientists use the number of sunspots, blotches of concentrated magnetic activity on the 
surface of the sun, as a measure of solar activity. The panel predicts the next solar cycle, 
cycle 24, will average 90 sunspots per day at its peak, lower than the 120 sunspots a day 
expected for a more typical cycle. The predictions are based on cycle 24’s slow start. 

The new predictions update a 2007 NOAA solar cycle report. In 2007 the panel split, with 
some scientists forecasting a moderately strong cycle 24 and others calling for a weaker 
cycle. Both groups thought cycle 24 would be well underway by now, peaking in 2011. 

But the transition from sun cycle 23 to 24 was not what anyone expected. Solar magnetic 
activity usually ebbs and flows in cycles that last about 11 years. As one cycle sinks to a 
minimum of activity, the next cycle begins. The panel consensus is that cycle 23 finally 
reached its sunspot minimum in December 2008, almost 13 years after it began, Dean Pesnell 
of NASA’s Goddard Space Flight Center in Greenbelt, Md., said at the teleconference. 

The first sunspots from cycle 24 were seen in December 2008, but a recent lull in sunspots 
shows that cycle 24 is starting slowly. Pesnell said that in the past, when early activity has 
been low, the cycle has tended to have little activity overall. 
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“Usually, when a new sun cycle starts, it takes off pretty quickly. This one is just chugging 
along,” comments David Hathaway of NASA’s Marshall Space Flight Center in Huntsville, 
Ala.�

Maybe we are seeing the light at the end of the tunnel! 

Over the last month, there has been a small but interesting sighting of cycle 24 sunspot 
activity. As well as an increase in afternoon and evening/nighttime 20 meter, and 40 meter 
intercontinental propagation activity.  (see DX report below) 

Reports have been published confirming cycle 24 (limited) sunspot activity especially over 
the last two weeks. Even with magnetic activity showing some increases, propagation has 
also been increasing with many ham stations from all points of the globe appearing on 20 
and 40 meter at the same time. 

Hopefully, the bottom of the barrel has finally been found and sunspots will start to ramp 
up!

OK everyone, find your headphones and tuning fingers, it looks as if fun-time is returning. 
Two weekends ago I observed 20 and 40 meter conditions nearly like those of the high 
points of the last sunspot cycle 23. Signals from hams from Poland (SP), to Morocco (CN), 
to New Zealand (ZL) and Japan (J), were all received during one scan of the 20 meter band 
around 1600 MDT. The 40 meter band also had Russian (Ux), Italian (I) and various other 
foreign stations coming through. My May contacts included Asiatic Russia, Germany, 
Lithuania and New Zealand. Just a reminder, that my antenna is a ground mounted 12 foot 
vertical and I am running 100 watts!  

All you new hams who just earned your Tech license as well as those that have upgraded 
to General class, start tuning around the bands and listen to the rhythm of the pileups and if 
you hear a station on a frequency you can operate on---CALL THE STATION, don’t be a 
wallflower. 
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With Field Day coming up this month, we look forward to assisting the “newbees” in both 
making Field Day contacts and maybe sneaking in a few DX contacts (whoops—did I say 
that!).
