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  SECRETARY REPORT
 
The Minutes of the May 15, 2010 meeting. Taken by Kennie Warren, Membership Coordinator 
 
The meeting of May 15 started late due to a bomb scare at the Police Substation where our 
meetings are held. There were nineteen members and one guest who attended. Jerry Aceto, 
K6LIE gave an excellent presentation on the Vancouver Olympics. 
The business meeting started about 1:30. President Frank Warren, AB5WJ presented 
information on the repeater. Fred Lete, KC5IPK, informed the club that the repeater had been 
donated to the club by Paul Choc, WA5IHL, and that Fred donated the crystals. Chris 
Drummond, KC5IZR, and Frank Warren, AB5WJ, repaired  the cavities. The repeater is 
situated at Duane Schneider’s home and he has kindly allowed the use of his tower for the 
antenna. The club net is held on Sunday evenings at 7pm on the NM5HD club repeater on 
145.310 down 600, P/L 162.2.  
It was also brought up that the club now has certain obligatory expenses and a limited amount of 
incoming money so caution needed to be exerted on spending to allow for coverage of current 
expenses. He recommended that the Board of Directors (BOD) do a budget to plan the spending 
for 2011. A preliminary budget was introduced: 
Income is approximately $900 a year with 55 full pay Amateur Members at $825 and 15 Family 
Members at $75. 
Expenses are approximately $860 with Website and domain name costs at $70, Insurance at 
$325, Refreshments at $225, Christmas Party at $150, Refreshment supplies approximately $40 
and Balloon Fiesta at $50. 
It was also recommended that a written inventory of club equipment be developed with 
information on where each item is being stored. The majority of the items are housed at the 
President’s home with the repeater housed at Duane Schneider’s home. 
Vice President Larry Elkin, NY5L, apologized for spending more than the $100 approved by the 
membership for the luncheon at the April presentation. He recommended that the BOD discuss 
the possibility of raising the dues and of raising the “operational” spending amount to more than 
$100. He also stated that he wanted to see younger members get involved with Field Day. 
The minutes from the previous meeting was approved. The treasurer Bob Nieri, N5UKA, gave 
his report of $550 currently in the checking account. Kennie Warren, W5KLW , gave the 
membership report of: 76 Amateur members, 4 Auxiliary members, and 3 honorary members. 
Widows, Honorary members and members over 80 do not pay any dues. 
Jim Hunter, NM5JH, Net Manager and Chairman of the Board, stated that the same people 
were the only ones taking net control. He asked that others volunteer to do the net. AB5WJ 
offered that any new net controllers were welcome to come to his home and he would assist them 
with their net control. Lance Hurt volunteered to do May 30th. NM5JH stated that the Ham Fest 
had not been approved officially by ARRL but it will be held on August 13 and 14th at the same 
facility as last year. Venders will be downstairs and forums upstairs this year. 
George Key, W5YZ, coordinator of the Field Day activities held a discussion on the Field Day. It 
will be held on June 26th and 27th. Set up time will be 10pm. The goal was set to “Get people on 
the air.” Numerous sites were discussed but the site chosen was the old “American Home 
Parking Lot” that was the one used last year by the club and chaired by Marty Soffran, 
NM5MS. Jim Hunter, NM5JH, will notify area precinct  APD that HDARC will be there. There 
will be people staying overnight. Duane Schneider was requested to bring his RV if he could. 
Marty Soffran, NM5MS, gave a short report on the happenings of field day last year. Last year 
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people stayed until 11pm while the overnight Amateurs operated until 2am before catching a few 
hours of sleep. Other amateurs arrived at 6am. The police did stop by to check on them. 
George Key, W5YZ, recommended doing the 3A status enrollment. There will be CW, Digital 
and voice phone offered but the group decided not to do Satellite or GOTA. George Key and 
Adrian Miuri, W1ABQ, will bring laptops. George Key , Frank Warren, Jerry Aceto and Duane 
Schneider will bring radios. Others are welcome to bring their own and set up or use the 
equipment there. George will bring his buddy pole, Duane his stick, Larry and Jerry will bring 
the dipoles, G5RV.

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  A NOTE FROM YOUR NEWSLETTER EDITOR 
 
Hi everyone, 
I’ll bet you are wondering just what the club repeater looks like. Duane was kind enough to 
let me into the “repeater hut” located behind his home and let me have a look-see. 
 
Here--you can take a look with me: 
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The Box with the fans on it is the 
repeater transmitter and receiver. 
This one is a GE model. To the 
right of it is the control board. 
Those large “cans” to the far right 
is the set of filters called a 
Duplexer. The duplexer is a set of 
very sharp filters that allow one to 
transmit and receive on the same 
antenna at the same time. Must be 
pure magic! But it does work pretty 
well. 
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Here is a little closer view. That little black 
box with the red label is an external pre-amp 
for the receiver to make it a little more 
sensitive. This is the component that failed 
and had to be replaced soon after the system 
was put on the air. 

Here is the vertical antenna used on the 
club repeater, on top of Duane’s 50 foot 
tower. 
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           In case of a power failure, we have a battery back up system 
      
All in all, a very nice system. This system was given to Fred Lete KC5IPK by Paul Choc. 
Fred was kind enough to donate the repeater to the club. A special thanks to both Fred and 
Paul and to everyone who helped install the system. 
 
Maybe we could install an IRLP (Internet Radio Linking Project) system to the club repeater 
in the future. I have had an IRLP system on my 224.48 Mhz repeater for 5 years now. IRLP 
opens up a whole new dimension to vhf/uhf repeater systems. It is great fun to be in another 
city and to be able to access the repeater and talk to your friends back home. By the same 
token, you can call other systems in other cities from the club repeater here. It is simple to 
use and great fun.  
 
I hope this is a possibility for the club repeater in the near future. 
 
Now you have an idea of what the system looks like. If you have any questions on how a 
repeater actually works when you hit that push-to-talk button, feel free to e-mail or call me 
on the phone. I would be happy to address your questions.

Many hams have long complained about difficulties they have encountered when purchasing 
International Reply Coupons (IRCs) from their local post offices. Now the US Postal Service 
(USPS) has made it easier to get those IRCs to send with your direct QSL cards -- order them 
online from the USPS Web site. The USPS ships all in-stock domestic orders for stamps and 
retail items within 1 business day via Priority Mail with Delivery Confirmation or First Class 
Mail. Shipments should arrive within 3-5 business days. All stamp orders are charged a $1 
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handling fee, regardless of the order amount. IRCs purchased from the USPS, whether online 
or in person at a post office, cost $2.10 each. 

International reply coupons (IRCs) provide foreign addressees with a prepaid means of 
responding to inquiries, solicitations, or other types of communications that are initiated by 
US senders. IRCs are exchangeable for postage stamps by postal administrations in member 
countries of the Universal Postal Union (UPU). Each IRC is equivalent in value to the 
destination country’s minimum postage price for an unregistered airmail letter. According to 
the UPU, some 2.2 million reply coupons are sold each year by 121 postal administrations. 
While not all countries sell IRCs, all the postal operators of the UPU's 191 member countries, 
and their territories, are required to exchange them. 

More than a century after it first appeared in 1907, the IRC remains a useful item. Aside from 
its traditional use for correspondence, according to the UPU, two particular groups of users 
have emerged: Students who use them as a means of exchanging correspondence with 
academic institutions, and Amateur Radio enthusiasts, who use coupons when exchanging 
their QSL cards. 

As of October 11, 2007, only those IRCs that have been printed by the UPU may be 
redeemed at US post offices. The valid version of the international reply coupons printed by 
the UPU is approximately 3.75 inches by 6 inches, has a bar code on the back and an 
expiration date of December 31, 2013. This policy is for those IRCs issued by the United 
States, as well as for those issued by foreign postal administration.

DX News

PROPAGATION AND DX'G  
June 2010 

  
I hope you all survived the windy New Mexico Spring. My antennas came through 
unscathed--more than I can say for my roof! 
  
Propagation conditions have shown some improvements. 20 meters has been active at night 
with some "VK" (Australian), and former "R" Russian/now independent countries coming 
through to the southwest. However, the east coast hams are having better luck with European 
stations later in the evening. I have heard the w1's, w2's, and w4's  working across the 
Atlantic, but the European stations could not usually be heard.    
  
15 meters is spotty during daylight and 10 meters---well just take a shot at it! If 10 meters 
shows activity, then 6 meters could surprise you.  
  
Sunspot sightings are very consistent -  as in consistently unpredictable! The same can be 
said for the various solar indices, which just do not really show a consistent improvement or 
decrease. The "A" and "K"* indices go up and down. (If you want a better explanation of the 
"A" and "K" indices, have fun "Googling" them! 
  
As always, the best thing to do to find a good DX contact, just tune carefully and listen 
carefully; they are out there to be found. 
  
I just did a count of QSL'd DX contacts I have made since moving to New Mexico and 
setting up my station in 2005. I have 40 confirmed/QSL'd countries. That's with 100 watts 
and my 12 foot vertical. Now I know there are hams that have made better numbers with CW 
and Digital modes but I am not complaining. 
  
There are many hams in the club that have just set up their HF stations and feel that working 
beyond North America will take a miracle. 
Well, so make it a miracle! 
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See you at Field Day.

* The A-index provides a daily average level for geomagnetic activity, based on the K-index 
  
**The K-index quantifies disturbances in the horizontal component of earth's magnetic field 
with an integer in the range 0-9 with 1 being calm and 5 or more indicating a geomagnetic 
storm. It is derived from the maximum fluctuations of horizontal components observed on a 
magnetometer during a three-hour interval. The label 'K' origins from German 'Kennziffer'[1] 
meaning 'characteristic digit'.
