First, remember the ARRL International DX Contest (Phone) to start off March on a good DX note!
(Check the ARRL website for information on the contest). Even though all contests are not
necessarily meant for DX’g, you can add to your country count during a contest just by searching
the bands for countries you need while helping contesters add to their contest point totals.

With the warm weather coming, | want to discuss two important dates coming up within the next
few months; Kids Day (June 21) and Field Day (June 28, 29). The HDARC will be announcing the
location(s) and other specifics for these two events within the next month or so. But, how does
DX’g come into play during both of these public events? When the kids participate in these events
they could really be surprised to talk to someone in another part of New Mexico or, possibly
someone from the other side of the world. Our Kid’s Day event is usually set-up like a Field Day
operation. So during both events our club demonstrates the importance of operating in an
emergency mode “off the grid” and in place of normal commercial communications systems.

Now, here is the $64,000 question. Do you know how to set up a field day station in order to be
operational in less than two hours and communicate without the use of land-line or cell-phones, or
ham repeaters? This is an important question for recently licensed hams who may also be First
Responders. Think about how you would communicate if the UHF and VHF repeaters were down
as well as telephone networks! HF DX'g in an emergency may become necessary. Could you
quickly set-up an HF station to communicate with the outside world?

We would like to have volunteers from our newly licensed Tech. Hams join other HDARC members
with our families on these two special operating weekend events to learn how to set-up and
operate outside the norm of commercial communication and power networks and with no V/UHF
repeaters. We all passed an FCC exam, but how many of us really understand the practical
aspects of operating out-of-the-norm? Naturally, after we set-up and become operational you can
operate on any HF bands besides 10 meters since “control operators” will be on hand who are
General, Advanced, and Extra class licensees. You, as well as the kids, can do some real DX’g!

We hope you can join us for these Family Friendly events.

Preliminary information about both weekends is available by attending one of our events as listed
on our calendar in this newsletter. We hope you and your family can join us.

INTERNATIONAL SPACE STATION NETWORK REQUEST

ARISS TEAM LOOKING FOR GROUND STATIONS

Do you want to be part of the international network of ground stations that help
support Amateur Radio on the International Space Station

(ARISS) operations? ARISS is looking to add numerous ground stations capable
of relaying ISS Amateur Radio sessions with schools and also serve as back-up
communications relays should they be needed. Locations all over the world will be
considered, but the greatest need for stations is in Central America, South
America, Falkland Islands, Western Australia, Canada and Alaska.

The following are guidelines for stations wanting to be considered:

Third Party agreement with United States or waiver from their telecom agency;
ability to speak and understand English; minimal horizon obstructions; 24/7
access and availability of station; operator(s) willing to support scheduled contacts
at various times; phone patch; AZ/EL tracking satellite system, preferably an auto
tracking system with the capability for manual override; multi-element Yagis for 2
meters and 70 cm (circular polarization preferred); pre-amps and transmit output
greater than 70 W. If you can specify your station's EIRP and receive sensitivity
(thereby taking into account cable losses, pre-amps and antenna gain), it would
be greatly appreciated.

Stations that can support the following will be given special consideration, but
these items are not required: Auto Doppler adjustment of frequencies; ability to
speak and understand languages other than English; 1.2 and 2.4 GHz satellite
hardware; Packet; SSTV; Digital ATV; redundant power system, and high-speed
Internet.
