New Advanced Emergency Communications Course iWtheks

Over the past months we have been reviewing thelARRmateur Radio Emergency
Communications program. This has included a ctiBgamination of the course content, as
well as methods of course delivery, and interreteghips with government organizations.
Our aim is to develop professional level courseglwhre widely accepted by other
organizations for the emergency communication carepbof Amateur Radio. We are
investigating requirements that the Departmentailand Security is currently putting in
place for approved courses, as well as other pbsst) to develop emergency
communications training that meets the emergingitrg needs surrounding emergency
communications.

While there are still questions, one issue hasieodear and. we have already made one
decision. We will revise the Level 3 course todree a new Advanced Emergency
Communications course, which will replace bothd¢berent Level 2 and Level 3 courses.
We are currently planning to release the new courslee last quarter of 20009.

Sudents who have previously taken the Level 2 course will need to have the new Advanced
course to complete the current Amateur Radio Emergency Communications training

program. Those who have completed the Level 1 course magress directly to the
Advanced course when available, which will cont@omtent formerly included in the former
Level 2 and 3 courses. For the time being, thecBasvel 1 course will continue to be
offered in its current format

We will be retiring the Level 2 course, and upoguest, refunding any enrollments in the
online session scheduled to begin April 17. Anyesluled field instruction of the Level 2
content as well as Level 2 exam sessions will Bissuspended. We will honor exam
sessions that have been previously scheduled aadidwevel 2 certificates for any exams
successfully completed up to May 31.

Our training program mandate is to provide thenirgg that ham radio communicators need
to be prepared to serve our communities in timeooimunications emergencies. This
consolidation of program content will streamline ttelivery of the training and apply
volunteer and administrative support resources rafiectively.

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AMATEUR RADIO VENUS EXPERIMENTS

On March 25, a group from AMSAT-DL bounced radigmals off the surface of Venus,
marking the first time Amateur Radio operators hgenced radio signals off another planet
<http://www.amsat-dl.org/pic/gallery2/main.php?gkw=core.Downloadltem
&g2_itemld=7561>. According to AMSAT-DL Presider¢ter Guelzow, DB20S, the Earth-Venus-Earth

(EVE) transmission is another step in preparingafanission to Mars. According to an AMSAT-DL press
release, the team's transmitter was generating &ddty CW on 2.4 GHz.

Guelzow said that signals were sent from a growmdrol station at the IUZ Sternwarte
observatory in Bochum: "After traveling almost 1@0lion kilometers and a round trip delay
of about 5 minutes, they were clearly receiveddmes from the surface of Venus. This was
the first German success to receive echoes of pthaets. In addition, this is the farthest
distance crossed by radio amateurs, over 100 fiangeer than echoes from the moon (EME
reflections)."

The EVE experiment was repeated on March 26 foersgWwours with "good echoes" from
Venus, Guelzow saidMorse code was used to transmit the well-known 'HI' signature
known from the AMSAT OSCAR satellites."

For receiving the EVE reflections, Guelzow said tih& team used a fast Fourier transform
(FFT) analysis with an integration time of 5 mirsiteAfter integrating for 2 minutes only,
the reflected signals were clearly visible in thepthy," he said. "Despite the bad weather,
signals from Venus could be detected from 1038 Wh@ntil the planet reached the local
horizon."

Guelzow explained that with the EVE reflections thgh power amplifier "has therefore
passed this crucial test as a final key comporarthe planned P5-A Mars mission. By
receiving generated echoes from Venus, the gronddcammand station for the Mars probe
has been cleared for operational use and the AMBATeam is now gearing up for building
the P5-A space probe. AMSAT-DL wants to show tbat-budget interplanetary exploration
is possible with its approach.”
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Development, design and construction of this f8stman Mars mission have been achieved
by AMSAT-DL and its partner organizations, Guelzexplained. "Already a third of the
total project costs were performed.

More work shall follow during the mission. AMSAT-Dlvould like to demonstrate that their

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NEW AMATEUR RADIO BILL INTRODUCED INTO CONGRESS

Houston Representative Introduces Amateur RadiarBCongress

On Wednesday, April 29, Representative Sheila émckee (D-TX) introduced
HR 2160, the Amateur Radio Emergency Communicatifmsgancement Act of 2009
in the US House of Representatives. This billasged, would "promote and
encourage the valuable public service, disastafreind emergency
communications provided on a volunteer basis Bnisees of the Federal
Communications Commission in the Amateur Radio 8enby undertaking a

If enacted into law, HR 2160, would instruct the®¢ary of Homeland
Security to undertake a study and report its figdito Congress within 180
days. The study would spell out uses and capasldf Amateur Radio
communications in emergencies and disaster rdlled.study shall:

a.. Include recommendations for enhancements indhatary deployment
of Amateur Radio licensees in disaster and emegygemmmunications and
disaster relief efforts.

b.. Include recommendations for improved integratth Amateur Radio
operators in planning and in furtherance of theddepent of Homeland
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Security initiatives.

c.. ldentify unreasonable or unnecessary impedisnenénhanced Amateur
Radio communications -- such as the effects ofgpeivand use regulations
on residential antenna installations -- and makemenendations regarding
such impediments.

d.. Include an evaluation of Section 207 of thee€emmunications Act of
1996 (Public Law 104-104, 110 Stat 56 [1996]).

e.. Recommend whether Section 207 should be mdddi@revent
unreasonable private land use restrictions thaaintpe ability of

amateurs to conduct, or prepare to conduct, emeygammmunications by
means of effective outdoor antennas and suppaittsiies at reasonable
heights and dimensions for the purpose in resideateas.

The Secretary of Homeland Security shall utilize ¢éxpertise of the ARRL
and shall seek information from private and pubéctors for the study.

The bill currently has five co-sponsors: Madelddwdallo (Guam), Mary Jo
Kilroy (D-OH), Zoe Lofgren (D-CA), Blaine Luetkemey (R-MO) and Bennie
Thompson (D-MS). Representative Thompson curresgtyes as Chairman of the
Committee on Homeland Security. RepresentativdssdaclLee, Lofgren and
Kilroy are members of that committee.
