September 20, 2008   

 
The Club meeting was held at our new location at the Albuquerque Police 

Department substation near the intersection of Coors Bypass and Ellison Road in 
Albuquerque. The meeting was called to order by President Larry Elkin NY5L at 12:10 
PM, with member introductions and an expression of gratitude to Frank Warren AB5WJ 
and Jim Hunter KE5IPR for getting our new and permanent meeting location.  There 
were 27 people in attendance, including two guests: Charlott Harold, who is studying to 
get her amateur radio license, and Ann Toliver, KD5ASX.  Charlott became a new 
member this afternoon, along with William Deneen, KB9PUI. 

Larry introduced Frank Warren AB5WJ, who announced that he will be teaching 
upcoming Technician, General and Extra classes, and an electronics class as well. 

Larry also introduced Kennie Warren W5KLW, who announced that Club 
membership cards are available, and that the annual membership period runs from May 
1st to April 30th.  

Larry also introduced Jerry Aceto K6LIE, Club newsletter editor, who expressed 
the need for newsletter items from the membership, and discussed the new 224.48 
repeater he has put up, and that it is currently being used by the Weak Signal Group in 
Albuquerque for their Wednesday evening net at 8:00.

ARLX008 FCC Vanity Call Sign Fees to Increase September 25 
  
On August 11, the Federal Communications Commission announced that 
the cost of an Amateur Radio vanity call sign will increase 60 
cents, from $11.70 to $12.30. Now that notice of the increase has 
been published in the Federal Register, the increase will take 
effect in 30 days, September 25, 2008. 
  
The FCC is authorized by the Communications Act of 1934, As Amended, 
to collect vanity call sign fees to recover the costs associated 
with that program. The vanity call sign regulatory fee is payable 
not only when applying for a new vanity call sign, but also upon 
renewing a vanity call sign for a new 10 year term. 
  
The notice in the August 26, 2008 Federal Register, entitled 
"Assessment and Collection of Regulatory Fees for Fiscal Year 2008," 
includes regulatory fees expected to recover a total of $312,000,000 
during FY2008, encompassing all the services the FCC regulates.
