DX News 

Larry Elkin NY5L – Vice President 
PROPAGATION AND DX'G  

July 2010 
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Well, another year is half gone and propagation has yet to really improve a whole lot! While 
sunspot numbers have shown somewhat of a small increase, we really are not hearing a real 
improvement on the bands. 
 
Can you DX? Yes, certainly you can. But it is real tricky. I would like to call your attention 
to this month’s edition (July) of QST, pg 68, “When Should I Operate”? The diagram 
showing the absorption and reflection of RF is clearly explained with a great diagram 
showing the ionospheres layers, frequencies and times of best and worst propagation. Check 
out the 20 meter (blue line) band. I read this article at about 10:00 PM MDT while listening 
to DX signals from central Russia, when the diagram indicates 20 meter frequencies pass 
through the ‘F’ layer! Remember, propagation is not exact, any band may have an opening at 
anytime. 
 
While on the subject of surprises, if you hear action on 10 meters, you have to check out 6 
meters. I made my first “DX” contact into grid DL92, Northern Mexico, off the end of my 6 
meter Hamstick Dipole.
